Author, Hochberg has written a string of parody
books-Dogue, Catmopolitan, Vanity Fur, Good
Mouskeeping-but this book looks like she's serious in
getting dogs into knits.

Like all of the books on animal care and wellbeing in
the Dummy series (and we've reviewed some within
this column) this is a very well researched and well-
written publication. It continues in the easy to under-
stand and simple to reference manner that the
Dummies books have become famous for.
