Gingerbread Cookies
And just for good measure…

We’ve had many requests to re-print Lisa’s Gingerbread cookie 
recipe so here it is. Remember to roll once and cut out the cook-
ies for humans. All the other ‘re-rolls’ can be made in to small 
dog cookies.

Ingredients:

• ½ cup golden syrup
• ¼ cup sugar
• 3 tablespoons butter
• 1 tablespoon milk
• 2 cups flour
• ½ teaspoon baking powder
• ½ teaspoon salt
• ½ teaspoon nutmeg
• ½ teaspoon cinnamon
• ½ teaspoon powdered clove
• ½ teaspoon powdered ginger

Method:

In a medium pot, heat the golden 
syrup to boiling point then add 
sugar, butter and milk and mix thor-
oughly. Sift all dry ingredients and add 
the sifted mix into the pot and mix all 
ingredients well until it forms a dough-like 
consistency. Wrap the dough in plastic wrap and 
chill in the fridge until it’s firm. 

Heat oven to 190°C. On a lightly floured surface, roll the dough 
out to about 1/2 cm in thickness. Cut cookie shapes and carefully 
place on baking tray. Bake for approximately eight (8) minutes 
and allow cookies to cool before decorating.
